Purposeful Life scholarship awards are designated as tuition only and will
be paid directly to the recipient’s school of choice upon verification of acceptance NOTE: Scholarship funds will be
awarded to the student upon evidence of registration in an accredited higher educational institution.

Criteria and eligibility

The goal is to award a qualified applicant, not to have to choose according to their “merit” but how they are a positive
influence on others in their Christian Life.

Applicant must be a graduating high school senior in the year of the award.

Applicant must have at least a 2.5 grade point average (or a “C” average).

Applicant must demonstrate community involvement, improvement in academics, and desires to attend college.
All applicants must have 50 hours of community service.

Applicants may not be related to any Board of Directors or staff for this presents a conflict of interest.

Applicants must be willing to attend a scholarship an interview with the Executive Committee of Cultured Pearl via
zoom

Applicants must be located in the DMV (Washington, DC, Maryland and Virginia) area.

Applicants must be willing to attend the annual fundraiser event or Scholarship Brunch

manner will cause automatic forfeit of your scholarship.

An official and recent high school transcript with cumulative grade point average and a class
standing/rank.

Personal Essay which explains how your spiritual Christian experience has influenced your life. Essay
must be at least 1-2 typed pages, double-spaced, 12 pt / Time New Roman font. Essay shall contain no
grammatical errors.

In addition to the above items, applicant must also complete at least 50 hours of community service.
Community service hours must be documented in the form of a letter.

All requirements must be emailed no exceptions.

Deadline for the application is April 30, 2026, 11:59 p.m. Applications or any requirements emailed after this date
will not be considered.
